According to Trulia.com, the number of for-sale homes in Broward County is down 28 percent from

2012, with the most significant drop in supply being homes in the mid-market range.

years of launching pre-construction sales. In November 2016, 13th Floor Homes broke ground on

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the community already sold. In total, all three projects will deliver over 700 attainably-priced homes

to the South Florida market.
